General Purpose PVA Adhesive

Description

Desford 1885 is a white coloured, moderately fast setting polyvinyl acetate emulsion acetate adhesive.

Desford 1885 is normally used as a general purpose wood working adhesive but it can be used for the adhesion of any two absorbent surfaces e.g. wood, paper, cardboard, leather, canvas, felt, cloth, carpet, asbestos, cork.

Desford 1885 has fast grab and high bond strength.  It is non-staining, non-stringing, and easy to apply and sets colourless and odourless.

Desford 1885 is supplied ready to use as a thick white emulsion and sets at room temperatures down to 50C.

Directions for Use

Apply a thin even coat to both joint surfaces and clamp together as soon as possible while the adhesive is still wet. Do not alter pressure or remove form clamps until an adhesive has time to set.

Note: PVA adhesives are not suitable for structural applications or where a water or moisture resistant bond is required.

Typical Setting Times


1.Very absorbent surfaces e.g. wood, cardboard, etc – 2 – 60 minutes


2. Slightly absorbent surfaces. Hard timbers – 2 – 6 hours


3.Setting time is hastened by heating up to 500C

Note: Setting times will vary depending upon temperature, moisture content and nature of the surfaces being glued.

After adhesive has set, the joint will stand normal handling and further work can be carried out.

Bonds formed with Desford 1885 increase in strength over several days and consequently we recommend that a period of 8 days should elapse before any special testing is carried out.

General

Results can vary with various hardwoods and treated timbers, therefore a test joint should be made of any doubtful timber before commencing production.  If you have any difficulties achieving the results required, please contact PCL Adhesives Ltd.

The storage life of Desford 1885 is 12 months from date of manufacture provided the container is kept sealed while not in use.  If a container is left open for some time the adhesive will thicken, but this can be corrected by the addition of some water, and stirring.  However, the addition must not exceed 5% as any greater quantity will cause separation and settling out in the adhesive.

We recommend that plastic containers be used for containing the adhesives and that the adhesive is given an occasional stir if left standing for long periods.
