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FORMALDEHYDE VAPOUR MONITOR

INSTRUCTIONS

GENERAL

The formaldehyde Vapour Monitor can be used to measure personal exposure or room concentrations.  For personal exposure, clip the monitoring badge near the breathing zone (ie clip to your collar).  For room exposure, place the badge at about breathing level.

NZ has an OEL (Occupational Exposure Limit) of 1.0 ppm (ceiling).  A ceiling limit is one that cannot be breached at any time.

We recommend that periodic monitoring programs be established to test employees who may be exposed to formaldehyde vapour.  These programs should include monitoring over the full work shift and during shorter periods when formaldehyde exposure is expected to be the highest.

PROCEDURE

1. Cut or tear open the pouch at the notch at the top.  Record the badge number for your record.

2. Remove the monitor from the package.

3. Record “Start Time” (please print all data legibly).

4. Exposure monitors in the breathing zone of the air to be tested or on the lapel or collar for personal sampling.

5. Record “Stop Time” (to obtain significant readings, personal samples should never be for less than 5 minutes).

6. Replace the monitor in the original pouch.  Make sure all information is clearly recorded on the pouch.

7. Seal at the top by closing the zipper seal.  Place in mailing envelope and return for analysis to:
